5. Copy of current record DA Form 705 (IAW current guidance). Profiles must be attached, if applicable. Temporary 

profiles will be accepted on a case by case basis.
6. Must have a DD 5500 (Male) or 5501-R (Female) attached if body fat content test required IAW current guidance.
7. IPPS-A Retirement Accounting Statement within 30 days of announcement closing date.
